This textbook is published in the Cu"ent Practice in Nuclear 
Medicine series and contains 17 chapters by 15 contributors. 
The first few chapters discuss commercially available radio­
pharmaceuticals for renal studies, dosimetry, and instrumen­
tation for performing nephrologic studies. These chapters form 
a strong background on the technical details necessary to per­
form the full spectrum of nuclear medicine renal procedures. 
The next three chapters provide a complete discussion of 
glomerular filtration, tubular function, and pathology of the 
kidneys. Specific chapters are devoted to nuclear medicine 
techniques for renal imaging, evaluation of urinary obstruc­
tion, acute and chronic renal failure, transplant evaluation, 
DMSA imaging, and cystography. Many areas of current in-
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terest, such as Lasix studies, quantitative techniques, scrotal 
imaging, and studies in renal trauma are included. Each 
chapter abounds with references, and there are many helpful 
tables and figures. Particularly interesting is the chapter en­
titled "Three Approaches to Computer-Assisted Function 
Studies of the Kidney and Evaluation of Scintigraphic 
Methods," which compares a comprehensive study using 1311-
0IH, GFR determination using 99mTc-DTPA, and a com­
parison of methods for GFR determination using 99mTc­
DTPA and the scintillation camera. 

This book is a complete compendium of a variety of tech­
niques, interesting studies, and a review of radiophannaceuti­
cats with a large variety of techniques and their appropriate 
clinical application. This book would be valuable for a depart­
ment library where renal studies are performed. 
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
