SOCIETY OF NUCLEAR
MEDICINE’S 49TH ANNUAL
MEETING

The 49th SNM Annual Meeting,
which was held June 15 through 19 in
Los Angeles, California, attracted more
than 3,500 attendees, who took advan-
tage of the educational programs and
the exhibitions. The latest in nuclear
medicine equipment, products, and
services from 156 companies was
displayed in 61,100 square feet of
exhibits.

This year, the theme for the technol-
ogist educational sessions was “Dis-
cover the Future.”

Keech Becomes SNM-TS President

Frances Keech, MBA, RT(N), as-
sumed the presidency of the Technolo-
gist Section at the SNM-TS business
meeting in Los Angeles. Keech has
been an active member of the Society
since she joined in 1986, shortly after
coming to the United States.

“99mTc-DMSA Absolute Uptake: Nor-
mal Pediatric Values at 2–4 Hours” by
Rachael Moorin (2001;29:22–29). Mi-
chael T. Hackett, Wei-Jen Shih, and
Vickie H. Kiefer won third place for
“Brain SPECT Artifacts in Patients
Having Metallic Cranioplasty” (2001;
29:189–192). The authors of the first
place paper received $500 in addition
to the plaque given to each of the three
award winners.

PUBLIC AFFAIRS UPDATE

CARE Bill Update

As of the summer deadline for this
publication, we had 54 co-sponsors on
H.R. 1011, the Consumer Assurance of
Radiologic Excellence (CARE) bill.

Senator Kennedy did not introduce
the bill to the Senate before the July 4th

recess. We remain confident that he
will still do so soon.

State Licensure

Arizona enacted nuclear medicine
technologist licensure. As enacted and
signed by the governor, HB 2042:

● Requires nuclear medicine tech-
nologists to be licensed in Arizona,
beginning January 1, 2004.

● Adds one nuclear medicine tech-
nologist to the Medical Radiologic
Board of Examiners.

● Requires the Board to adopt rules
for the certification, minimum ed-
ucation and training for nuclear
medicine technologists.

● Requires the Board to adopt rules
requiring 24 h of continuing edu-
cation every 2 y for nuclear med-
icine technologists. The Board
may require documentation of the
continuing education for license
renewal after August 1, 2004.

In the Spring/Summer 2002 issue of
UPTAKE, we described the Iowa De-
partment of Public Health’s amendment
to state regulations that allows the estab-
lishment of on-the-job-training (OJT)
programs in nuclear medicine technol-
ogy. We want to clarify that individuals
who are certified under the program are
only certified in the state of Iowa—the
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certification is not nationally recog-
nized.

NRC Proposes $3000 Fine

The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Com-
mission (NRC) staff has proposed a
fine of $3000 against Avera McKennan
Hospital in Sioux Falls, South Dakota,
for an incident in which a medical tech-
nology student was given 99mTc with-
out approval by an authorized physi-
cian as required by NRC regulations.

The student was given a quantity of
99mTc that is normally given to patients
for diagnostic studies, and no adverse
effects resulted. The NRC also cited the
hospital for its radiation officer’ s fail-
ure to conduct an adequate investiga-
tion after the incident.

In a letter to the hospital’ s regional
president, Fredrick W. Slunecka, NRC
Regional Administrator Ellis W. Mer-
schoff emphasized the intentional na-
ture of the violation and the importance
of prompt corrective action for viola-
tions of this type and significance.

The violation has been categorized
as a Severity level III violation, which
carries a civil penalty of $3000. The
NRC uses a 4-level scale to rate the
seriousness of violations, with Severity
level I being the most serious. The vi-
olation for failing to conduct an ade-
quate investigation has been catego-

rized as Severity level intravenous,
which has no civil penalty.

Section V - Transcripts

● Are available to SNM-TS mem-
bers online. Transcripts are no
longer mailed from the SNM head-
quarters office.

Section VI - B Application
Processing Fees for Approval of CE
Programs

● The fee for SNM chapters will be
raised by $10.00, from $25.00 to
$35.00.

● The fee for commercial companies
will increase by $25.00, from
$100.00 to $125.00.

Section VII - A - 2 Responsibilities
of Sponsoring Organizations or
Applicants

● Applications should be submitted
at least 4 wk in advance of the
activity.

● Applications received less than 2
wk before the activity may not be
evaluated for approval or, if ap-
proved, may not receive credit re-
porting forms until after the meet-
ing is over.
